Sub Section-12(3) Excursions by vehicles inside National Park/ Sanctuaries shall be based on the timings of
sunrise and sunset shall be modified accordingly. Actual entry and exit times shall be notified and
placed on the notice board at the entry gate and printed on the permits. In the tourism zone situated
within the buffer area of tiger reserves, tourist may come half an hour after the time notified for tourism
zone in core area. In Van Vihar National Park, after sun set, maximum upto 4 hours vehicle safari will be
permissible. For this, Director Van Vihar National Park issue separate guidelines.
